Merchant Application

Merchant Selling Dates: 12pm Friday, June 24th through 10am Sunday, June 26th.

Location: Cumberland Centre, Tennessee

The site will be available for merchant arrival from 8am to midnight on Friday, June 24th, and after 8AM on Saturday.  Merchants arriving after midnight Friday must check in the next morning. 

Merchant spaces are limited. Acceptance to Border Raids as a merchant will be made from the pool of applications received by the deadline.  Merchants whose applications are not accepted after all regular spaces have been assigned will be notified and given a choice of three options: 1. Refund of event pre-registration fees…2. Placed on a wait-list for cancellations…3. Placed on a list for odd or no-show spaces.  Spaces not occupied by 9am on June 25th, without previous notification of the merchantcrat, will be assigned to merchants on the waiting list.

Participation as a merchant constitutes agreement with the published rules and regulations.  By registering to merchant at Border Raids, all merchants, their agents, employees and affiliates agree to abide by all the rules and regulations of the State of Tennessee; The Society for Creative Anachronism Inc., Cumberland Centre, and the Autocrat/Merchant Staff of Border Raids.  

Cumberland Centre is a private property with the right to limit the hours, location and operation of any and all businesses on its premises.  Border Raids merchants sell by invitation and must conform to the policies established regardless of license.  Merchants sell at their own risk.

Registration gives the merchant the privilege of selling as an independent operator, not as an employee or agent of Cumberland Centre, Border Raids, or the SCA.  Registration as a merchant is a privilege granted by Cumberland Centre, not a right.  The merchantcrat, autocrat, or site owner may revoke its approval or refuse to accept any application without reason or cause of any kind.  Infractions of the rules may result in withdrawal of merchant privileges, expulsion from Border Raids, and can affect registration for future Border Raids.

Every merchant MUST have a sign that is visible as people walk around the marketplace.  These signs can be carved in wood, painted on wood; Metal, etc., painted on fabric, sewn on fabric etc. etc.  The sign should display clearly your SCA business name.  These signs must be displayed when you are open for business. This includes blanket merchants. Strolling merchants or entertainers must display the name of the business they represent.  Note: The Merchant Staff and Autocrat reserve the right to reject offensive business names.

All merchants must conform to acceptable SCA standards of dress. This means medieval, not fantasy garb.  Modern clothing may not be worn at Border Raids.  Garb must be worn at all times from 5pm June 24th through end of business June 26th.  All the rules that apply for Border Raids in general also apply to merchants (merchants are responsible for aquainting themselves with SCA rules and standards-Ignorance is no excuse.) You must not only wear garb while you are walking around the marketplace, you must also wear garb at all other times throughout the event.

As Border Raids is a family event, merchandise inappropriate to a family situation should not be displayed.  This is a Medieval reenactment, not fantasy, science fiction, or post 1600 CE time period.  Remember this in your merchandise.  Modern clothing with SCA theme artwork should be displayed folded, not hanging.

Period Pavilions and Period-appearing tentage is REQUESTED. Portable garage type structures are discouraged, but not refused. If you must use them, please attempt to make them look within period by adding dagging and slip covers if possible.   Day-shades and pop-ups will be accepted.  Attempts to disguise mundanity would be appreciated, but not required.  All day-shades, pop-ups and portable garages must be staked down.  Storage trailers may be left at the back of your space, if there is enough room, but they must be hidden inside a structure, or covered in such a way as to disguise the ‘modern’ appearance– and you must request the required footage on this application.  Trailer parking will be made available.  Please, NO Parachutes coverings.  They are a fire hazard and are strictly forbidden.  

To create a Medieval Market Place is my goal…and the appearance of the tentage we merchants use helps create this kind of atmosphere.  I request (but do NOT require) that merchants using non-period tentage make an attempt at 'dressing up' the plastic tentage to look a little more period by either making a cloth cover, or adding dagging...or something.  Please…I ask that merchants avoid using bright colored tarpaulins for tentage.  It is UGLY!  However, I will NOT refuse any merchant who is unable to fulfill this request.  

Come prepared for rain (possible high winds and thunderstorms) and hot temperatures. All modern looking items, such as modern tables, chairs, plastic tubs, shelving units, etc. must be covered.  Items visible from the road should look period.

Any music inappropriate to SCA period is banned (ie rock and roll and other modern music) all other music or offensive noise will be moderated at your neighbor’s request.  Rule of Thumb – if it annoys your neighbor, it will annoy the Merchantcrat and Autocrat!

Electricity will not be available to merchants. If you have a medical or occupational need, and you must have electricity, please contact the merchantcrat or autocrat and we will do our best to accommodate your needs.    

Ground fires, open flames, and tiki torches are forbidden in the marketplace due to fire hazard.  If you use flame producing appliances…candles, candle lanterns, coleman type lanterns or stoves, barbecues, hibachis, etc…you MUST have a fire extinguisher immediately available.

Other current Border Raids regulations are in force. Including but not limited to:

· No animals in the merchant area – except for service animals.  Greyhounds and horses must be in the appropriate areas.

· Do not cut trees or shrubs without prior approval of site owner.

· Children, 12 and under, must be within sight or voice range of a designated responsible adult or teenager at all times. 

Be aware that you are responsible for adhering to any other regulations put forth by the Autocrat and the merchant staff or Cumberland Centre.

All service animals must be pre-registered.  Owner/handler must have a copy of their Rabies certificate with their Vet’s name, address and phone number at registration.  Rabies tags will not be accepted as proof of vaccination.  Service animals will not be left unattended at any time.  Animals must be on a leash at all times with owner/handler in attendance unless they are in a turn-out pen with owner/handler in attendance.  If the animal’s/dog’s behavior is disruptive or destructive, you will be asked to remove it from the premises.  Each service animal owner must sign a waiver.  All owners of animals must contact the Animal Steward, Lady Peryn Rose Whytehorse - email anicholls@mindspring.com , in advance of the event to register their animals.

Sorry, due to the site limitations, RV parking will not be available on site. However, there is an RV park about 5 miles from Cumberland Centre. If you plan to bring and RV, please inform the merchantcrat so that arrangements can be made.

The terrain of the merchant area is rocky soil and areas of expose bedrock.  Metal stakes (long nails) may be necessary to go through bedrock.  Plastic stakes may not be a good idea. You will be in an open field with no trees.  Come prepared. If your designated merchant space is unsatisfactory, we will try to accommodate you to the best of our ability.  But, the final decision resides with the merchantcrat and the autocrat.

Sorry, due to limited facilities, NO FOOD MERCHANTS will be permitted.  NO ALCOHOL may be sold anywhere on site.  Therefore, no merchant may offer for sale or otherwise distribute alcoholic beverages, subject to immediate eviction from the event site.

Merchant applications must be RECEIVED by the deadline of June 10th, 2005.

To Apply for a Merchant Space:

1. Read all paperwork and accompanying application FIRST.

2. Make sure you UNDERSTAND – if you have any questions, please contact me.

3. Fill out the merchant application form completely.

4. Signing the agreement is considered a binding agreement to the rules of Border Raids.

I acknowledge that I am an independent operator and neither I nor my agents, employers or affiliates have any authority to contract or incur liability for or obligation on behalf of the S.C.A., Border Raids, Cumberland Centre, or any of their agents; and will indemnity the above entities against any and all claims that may be made against them due to my activities.  I assume responsibility for any claims, costs, expenses or attorney fees incurred by Cumberland Center or Border Raids due to my activities.

I agree that if anyone using the assigned merchant space fails to comply with these rules or any portion of this agreement, Cumberland Centre, the Autocrat and Merchant Staff may take immediate steps which in their sole judgement may be necessary to protect Border Raids interests.  Including, but not limited to, the closing of the contracted selling site, removal of the selling materials, removal of merchant and halting all merchant activities at Cumberland Center without refund or any fees to the merchantcrat.

I acknowledge that Cumberland Centre is a private property with the right to limit the hours, locations, and the operations of any and all businesses on its premises.

I acknowledge that the assigned merchant space is non-transferable, and that use is limited to the persons listed with this agreement and assume responsibility for the actions of all and any persons who use the assigned space.

Parcels shipped to Cumberland Centre are done so at my own risk, neither Cumberland Centre, nor Merchant Staff, nor Border Raids is responsible for any items delivered to the site.

I will, by the closing time of 12 noon June 26th 2005, remove all equipment, supplies, merchandise, and trash from the assigned space, and pay all charges, including all event fees.  I assume responsibility for any hauling charges or other expenses incurred for disposal and for cleanup of the merchant site occupied.
